You’ve Got a Friend (1) is a rare sighting of pianist Kevin 
Hays as leader. On this CD his trio does good things with 

Aldo Mella, b; Alberto Tafuri, 
p; Roberto Bongianino, acc, 
bandoneon. No date listed, 

Torino, Italy.

The title track wriggles eloquently around the room like water 
through a winding chute. Its melody, echoed by all three instru-
ments at different times, can trace its beauty all the way back to 
Classical times when Bach and Vivaldi introduced embellished 
phrases to their audiences and toyed with the concept of improvisa-
tion. “Tino & Julio” overflows with melancholy as all three artists 
weave a form of pizzicato on their instruments to introduce its 
theme. The accordion’s quiet button-clacking serves as a precious 
companion to the piano’s wire strum and the bass’ fragrant lyricism. 
Once morphed, the selection evolves into a story of love and com-
passion. “B’hoys and G’hals,” on the other hand, manages happier 
attire that lets the trio dance around with festive gestures. Creative 
twists and turns bring this selection into a mesmerizing spirit that 
belies the underlying improvised currents that affect Animalunga’s 
performance positively.
